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Japanese Beetle in Colorado

· Japanese beetle has not become widespread in Colorado.  Although common in parts of the eastern US, Japanese beetle is relatively new to Colorado and we want to stop its spread.

· Japanese beetle is not native to Colorado

· Japanese beetle is not native to North America

· Other Western states have active eradication programs

· There has been an eradication program on the west slope in Palisade since 2003
· In 2007 Japanese beetle was found in the Front Range in Arapahoe, Denver, Douglas and Jefferson counties
Damage

· Japanese beetle feeds on over 350 plants including many horticultural and agricultural plants. 

· Peaches

· Corn

· Roses

· Turf

· Both the adult and larval stages cause damage

· Adults feed on flowers, leaves, fruit and vegetables

· Larvae feed on roots, mainly turf grass
Identification

· Adults are

· 1/4 inch wide and 3/8 to 1/2 inch long

· Metallic green with copper wing covers 

· Have white tufts of hair along the hind end

· Adults emerge in late-June

· Larvae are 

· White

· "C" shaped

· About 1 inch long

· Found in the root zone of plants during late-summer

· Found lower in the soil during the winter

· Japanese beetle is similar to other beetles in Colorado so identification is very important

Trapping

· Trapping for Japanese beetle along the Front Range will not draw beetles into your yard.  The trap will catch Japanese beetles that are already there
· Traps are used to establish the area of infestation

· Traps are usually green or yellow plastic with four vanes above a collecting container. A floral based lure (methyl eugenol, geraniol) is highly attractive to both sexes. Some traps also include the female sex attractant (Japonilure) which may increase numbers of male insects coming to traps

Management

· Management of both the adult and larval stage is needed to control this insect

· Chemicals used to control Japanese beetle include:

· Malathion – Gordon’s Malathion 50®

· Deltamethrin - DeltaGard® 
· Permethrin – Astro®
· Lambda-Cyhalothrin - Scimitar®
· Chemicals for Larvae: 

· Imidacloprid - Merit®, Bayer Advanced Grub Control®, GrubX® 

· Carbaryl - Sevin® 

· Halofenozide – Mach2®
· Chothianidin - Arena® 

· Trichlorfon – Dylox 420 SL® 

Regulations

· Japanese beetle is also a regulated insect subject to internal quarantines in the United States. 
· The presence of established Japanese beetle populations in Colorado restricts trade. Nursery products originating from Japanese beetle-infested states require special treatment or are outright banned from shipment to areas where this insect does not occur.
Movement
· Japanese beetle is most commonly transported to new locations with soil surrounding nursery plants. 
· Eggs are sometimes laid in the soil of container stock and balled/burlap nursery materials, so the root feeding larvae are carried with the plants.

· Adults that fly and incidentally land on freight or vehicles also may be transported. Adult Japanese beetles are often detected around airports, presumably carried among air cargo or on planes.
